Therefore, we
are thinking about admitting more students from overseas, and to make our university an
internationally conscious institution.

Program for Asian students to study at [IUHW beginning in April, 2012. The purpose of the
Program is to enable the recipients to pursue their studies in the fields of health care and
welfare service and to grow into the leaders who can make significant contributions to the
promotion of the world health and welfare.

REQUIREMENTS

1. The number of scholarship recipients: one or two persons (for the 2012 academic year)
2. Qualified students: citizens from Asian countries or Asian regions at large

Length of study: four years for undergraduate students; two years for graduate students in
Master’s Programs and three years for graduate students in Doctoral
Program (starting from April 2012)
4. Eligibility -
(1) Applicants must be good citizens with fine character and willing to serve their own
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countries.

(2) Applicants must return to their own countries and serve as leaders in the fields of health
and welfare after completion of their studies at [UHW.

(3) Applicants must have at least 12-year school education (or equivalent) with good
academic record. .

(4) Applicants must have sufficient Japanese language proficiency or equivalent
with Japanese Proficiency Test (the N2 level), in order to study at [UHW without
difficulties.

(5) Applicants must be in good health.

Coverage: The scholarship will cover the following:

(1) Tuition and admission fees

(2) Other expenses necessary for study, i.e., textbooks, uniforms, etc.

(3) Free accommodations (apartments to be arranged by [TUHW)

(4) A living allowance

Traveling expenses to and from Japan are not included in the coverage.

Other conditions

(1)Scholarship recipients are not allowed to do part-time jobs.

(2)The recipients, who will drop out or will remain in the same class for another

year, have to pay back the tuition fees and other expenses provided by TUHW.
